	Communication and Language:

Literacy:

This placement will be an opportunity for you to extend your knowledge, understanding and confidence of planning, teaching and assessment of Early Reading.  To do this you must ensure that you take every opportunity to learn from good practice and embed key principles of teaching reading. (This can also feed in to your 7001PREY and 7200PR assessments if you choose to focus on C and L). 

You need to demonstrate

· That you have sound subject knowledge which you apply in the classroom e.g. the ideas embedded in the Simple View of Reading/secure subject knowledge of different text types/ K+U of a range of children’s literature.

· That you understand the importance of a language rich curriculum in developing children’s reading skills and actively model and promote this.

· That you develop children’s reading for pleasure.

· That you integrate a range of assessment strategies into your planning and teaching including appropriate questioning to develop inferential/deductive and evaluative skills.

· That you understand the importance of parents/carers in developing attitudes and skills in reading and establish effective communication systems to facilitate an effective partnership.

During this placement it is an expectation that you will assume some responsibility for the teaching of early reading, including phonics, and will ensure that your planning will include appropriate reading and writing opportunities for children to apply their developing phonics skills. 

To do this you will need to:
1. Discussions: Speak to the teacher of Reception or KS1 and the English Coordinator about Early Reading and find out how the school has responded to the recommendations of the Rose Review and the Simple View of Reading. You need to ask about: 
· how word recognition is taught;

· how spoken language is developed;

· how reading comprehension is taught;

· what phonics scheme is utilised – and how.

2. Observations: You should ensure that you are observing and teaching children who are working between phases 2-6 as indicated in the Letters and Sounds resource (or its equivalent).
· at least  two consecutive  discrete phonics sessions;

· at least two session where this phonic work is applied e.g. a guided read or a shared writing session;

· you should discuss your observations with the class teacher and reflect on what you have learned.  You should focus your observations and discussions on how the lessons are planned and taught systematically building on prior knowledge and extending understanding.

3. Planning and Teaching:
· At first you may be planning in collaboration with the class teacher and discussing these plans. 

· You must ensure that you plan, teach and assess a series of lessons, which clearly evidences your ability to plan for progression both within and across a series of lessons.  


4. Evaluation and feedback: You must evaluate all of these sessions and discuss your progress with your class teacher. You must have formal observations, which include appropriate subject specific feedback in this area.
